HDMIC5IRD APPLICATION 
 
The HD Source (Blu-Ray, Hi-Definition Satellite\Cable Box) can be placed in a remote location away from the panel 
display. An IR RECEIVER is placed next to the panel display. Using the existing CAT5e or CAT6 wiring, remote 
control commands (such as play/pause or channel up/down) can be sent from the IR RECIEVER to an EMITTER 
located on the HD SOURCE. 
 

WIRING 
 
• The extender system requires two CAT5e or CAT6 

wires used in between the ‘Transmitter’ and 
‘Receiver’. All 8 conductors on both wires are used.  

 
• Do not use couplers, splitters, or junctions with the 

CAT5e or CAT6 wire. There should be only a direct 
connection between ‘Transmitter’ and ‘Receiver’. 
Connection between the extender system and 
CAT5e or CAT6 wire is made with an RJ-45 crimp 
connector (wiring and connectors not supplied).  

 
• Be sure to use standard CAT5e and CAT6 wiring 

practices (568-A shown in figure to the right) and 
test the connection before system connection. Using 
the correct wire pairs and polarity is very important.
